 Discussions  between the  RCFMT  and  GCC have  agreed  the following  which will afford  increased  OPPORTUNITY  for  fish to ascend 
·  Single gate operation whenever flow conditions and tide  level permit 
  ( providing   shelter and increased gate  opening) 

· Testing of a “WINDOW” of  300mm gate opening  during periods of low  flow  and neap tides
  (ascertaining  the time taken for the retained water level of 4.17 m  to be re established )

·   This  “WINDOW”  could  be likened to a Borland  fish pass  - providing  OPPPRTUNITY  to ascend  at a  fixed time 
   (testing conditions which   may principally  influence spring and summer  runs  but can occur at any time )
